If a different boat is used for the solo qualification passage, a
complete description of the type of boat is to be provided to GLSS BOD or their
appointees for consideration and approval. Entrants have until August 19, 2008 to
complete their solo qualification passage. The GLSS and its appointees have the right
to reject any entries for any reason that they deem sufficient.
